Cockney Rhyming Slang

adam and eve - believe

airs and graces - braces (suspenders)

apples and pears - stairs

April fool - stool

April showers - flowers

Aristotle - bottle

army and navy - gravy

artful dodger - lodger

Auntie Ella - umbrella

babling brook - crook

bacon and eggs - legs (often shortened to "bacons")

Baden Powell - towel

ball of chalk - walk

Barnaby Rudge - judge

barnet - hair (from Barnet Fair)

barney - a heated arguement

bat and wicket - ticket

Bath bun - sun (apparently referring to the city of Bath)-also ‘Currant’ as in ‘Currant Bun’-the Bath Bun is a common type of bun.

battle cruiser - boozer (another word for pub)

bees and honey - money

beggar my neighbour - labour

bird (bird lime) - time (in prison)

bristol - breast (Bristol City rhymes with titty)

bin lid - child/kid

boat - face (from boat race)

Bo Peep - sleep

boracic - broke (from boracic lint which rhymes with skint which means broke i.e. having no money)- Usually pronounced/spelt ‘Brassic’

bow and arrow - sparrow

brahms - drunk (Brahms and Liszt rhymes with pissed)

bread and butter - gutter

brown bread - dead

Brussels sprouts - scouts

bubble - laugh (from bubble bath [th usually sounds like f with cockney speakers])

bubble - Greek (from bubble and squeak, a British potato and vegetable delicacy!) As in ‘It’s all Bubble to me’

bubble and squeak - beak
bucket and pail - jail

bull and cow - row

burnt cinder - window

Burton - rent (from Burton on Trent)

bushel and peck - neck

butcher's - look (from butcher's hook)

Cain and Abel - table

Calvin Klein - wine

Camilla Parker Bowles - Rolls (as in Rolls Royce)

canoes - shoes

Cape of Good Hope - soap

Captain Cook - book

cash and carried - married

cat and mouse - house

china/china plate - friend (china plate rhymes with mate)

cobblers - nonsense/bollocks (bullocks = balls and balls rhymes with cobbler's awls)

cock linnet - minute

cock sparrow - barrow

Colonel Gadaffi - café

corn beef - deaf  [This comes from the older slang ‘Mutton Jeff-from the early 20th century comic strip ‘Mutt and Jeff’ – which was soon shortened to ‘Mutton’ as you have below. During WWII, mutton (along with almost everything else) was hard to come by, and was usually replaced with corned beef, so really it’s an example of non-rhyming slang!] 

country cousin - dozen

cream crackered - tired (crackered rhymes with knackered)

currant/currant bun - son (i.e. your child); also Sun (i.e. the British tabloid)

daft and barmy - army

daisy roots - boots

David Gower - shower

dickory dock - clock

dicky - sick (rhymes with sicky)

Dicky bird - word

dig in the grave - shave

dog and bone - telephone (sometimes shortened to dog)

donkey's ears - years

down the swanie - down the drain/all to hell (swanie rhymes with drainy)

duchess - wife (from Duchess of Fife)

dustbin lids - kids

elephant's trunk - drunk

Emma Freuds - hemmorrhoids (she is the great granddaughter of Sigmund Freud) Sometimes this is used, although ‘Clements’ (As in Clement Freud) is more common, but more popular still is ‘Chalfonts’ From ‘Chalfont St.Giles=Piles.

field of wheat - street

fife and drum - bum (i.e. bottom/buttocks/rear end)

fine and dandy - brandy

fisherman's daughter - water

frog and toad - road (often shortened to toad)

gay and frisky - whisky

ginger/ginger beer - 1) redhead   2) queer (i.e. gay) Usually pronounced ging-gur (rather than jin-jer) with a hard G, or just shortened to ‘ging’ (to rhyme with ‘ring’), regularly shouted at redheads (like myself) by vindictive school children! 

Glasgow Ranger - stranger

gold watch/pimple and blotch - scotch

goose's neck - cheque/check

gypsy's kiss - piss

half inch - to pinch (i.e. to steal)

hampstead - teeth (from Hampstead Heath)

Harry Randall - candle

have a butcher's/dekko - to have a look  (look rhymes with butcher's hook)  
Bit of a weird one this-yep ‘have a butchers’ means ‘look at this’ but it's usually used in the first person,   e.g.: someone says: “My Cars broken”, then the other person answers: 

“Don’t worry, I’m a mechanic-I’ll have a butchers”. Dekko, on the other hand, actually comes from the Latin ‘Ecco’. Pig-Latin (which we had before English of course) uses ‘Dekko’, but it's more in the sense of trying to attract attention e.g. : ‘Dekko-Little Billy has fallen in the well!” or similar.

iron - homosexual (from iron hoof; and hoof rhymes with poof [gay])

Jack/Jack Jones - alone [I'm on me jack tonight. = I'm alone tonight.]

Jacobs - testicles (Jacobs' Cream Crackers rhymes with knackers [testicles])

Khyber - ass/asshole (from Khyber Pass)
