Hoi. (hi)

Goedemorgen./ Goeiemorgen. (good morning – sometimes shortened to morgen)

Goedemiddag./Goeiemiddag. (good afternoon – sometimes shortened to middag)

Goedenavond.Goeieavond. (good evening/night)

Hoe maakt U het? – How are you? (formal)

Hoe gaat 't? - How are you? – (lit. How’s it going?)

Hoe gaat 't met je?/Hoe is t’ermee? -  How are things with you? (familiar)

Goed. – Good./Okay.

Heel goed. – Very good.

Prima! – Great!

Gaat wel. – So-so.

Niet zo goet. – Not so good./Could be better.

Slecht. – Bad.

Belabberd. – Really bad./Pretty bad./Not very well.

Farewells

Dag. (bye)

Doeg./ Doei. (bye –more informal)

Welterusten. (good night, sleep well)

Tot ziens. (see you)

Tot gauw. (see you soon)

Polite Words/Expressions

ja – yes

nee – no

misschien – maybe, perhaps

Natuurlijk! – Of course!

Alstublieft. (here you are, please, yes please - formal)

Alsjeblieft. (here you are, please, yes please – familiar)

Ja, graag. – Yes, please.

Nee, dank U. – No, thank you.

Dank U. (thank you - formal)

Dank U wel. – Thank you kindly. (formal)

Dank u zeer. (thank you very much - formal)

Dank je wel. – Thank you kindly. (familiar)

Bedankt. (thanks)

Geen dank. (you're welcome)

Graag gedaan. (you're welcome – lit. It was a pleasure.)

Kleine moeite. – No problem./Don’t mention it.

Doe geen moeite. – Don’t bother.

Pardon. – excuse me, pardon (pronounced like the French word, but the n is not nasalized)

Neemt U mij niet kwalijk. – Excuse me. (formal)

Sorry. – sorry (similar to the English pronunciation, but with a rolled r)

Het spijt me. – I’m sorry.

Het geeft niet./’t Geeft niet. – It doesn’t matter.

Welkom! – Welcome!

Hartelijk gefeliciteerd! – Congratulations!

Gezondheit! – Bless you! (when someone sneezes)

Eet smakelijk! – Bon appetite! (commonly said among diners)

Proost! – A toast!

Op je gezondheit! – Cheers! (lit. to your health)
