The following nouns are masculine in German:

1. Days, months and seasons./Les jours, les mois et les saisons. For example:

der Sonntag - Sunday/dimanche
der Januar - January/janvier
der Frühling - spring/printemps
2. Some metals and most precious stones./Quelques des metaux et des pierres précieux.  For example:

der Stahl - the steel/l'acier
der Diamant - the diamond/le diamant
3. Nouns ending in -ig, -ich, -ing and -ling. For example:

der König - the king/le rois
der Rettich - the radish/le radis
der Ring - the ring/la bague

der Sperling - the sparrow/le moineau

The following nouns are feminine in German:

Nouns ending in -e, -tion, -tät, -schaft, -heit, -keit and -ung. For example:

die Lampe - the lamp/la lampe

die Nation - the nation/la nation

die Universität - the university/l'université

die Mannschaft - the team/l'équipe

die Gesundheit - the health/la santé

die Freundlichkeit - the kindness/la gentillesse

die Rechnung - the bill, invoice/la facture

The following nouns are neuter en German:
1. Nouns that end with the letter o (with some exceptions). For example:

das Auto - the car/la voiture
2. Some nouns of foreign origin./Quelques des mots de l'origene étrangère.                For example:

das Hotel - the hotel/l'hôtel

3. Nouns that end in -nis and -zeug. For example:

das Ergebnis - the result/le résultat

das Spielzeug - the toy/le jouet

4. Diminutive nouns that end in -chen or -lein. For example:

das Mädchen - the girl/la fille

das Fräulein - the unmarried woman/la madamoiselle
