Le forme e costruzioni verbali dell'inglese
dei verbi regolari

I work/I'm working - io lavoro

I am working/I'm working. - io sto lavorando.

I do work - io lavoro (pùi esspresivo/deciso)

I do not work/I don't work - io non lavoro

Do you work? - Lavori tu?/Lavora Lei?
Yes, I do. - Sì, lavoro.

No, I don't. - No, non lavoro.

He/She/It works. - Lui/Lei lavora.

Does he/she/it work? - Lui/Lei lavora?
Yes, he/she/it does. - Sì, lavora.

No, he/she/it doesn't. - No, non lavora.

I worked - io ho lavorato/io lavorai/io lavoravo
I did work - io ho lavorato/io lavorai (pùi esspresivo/deciso)

I did not work/I didn't work - io non ho lavorato/io non lavorai

I have worked - io ho lavorato
I had worked - io avevo lavorato/io ebbi lavorato
I was working - io lavoravo/io stavo lavorando
I used to work - io lavoravo (precendentemente)

I would work - io lavoravo (abitualemente nel passato)

I will work/I'm going to work - io lavorerò

I would work - io lavorerei/io lavoravo (abitualemente nel passato)
I will have worked - io avrò lavorato

I would have worked - io avrei lavorato

I have to work/I ought to work - io devo lavorare (con la preposizione to)
I must work/I should work - io devo lavorare (senza la preposizione to)

I should have worked/I ought to have worked - io ho dovuto lavorare

I just worked/I have just worked - io ho appena lavorato
Work! - Lavora!/Lavori!/Cantate!/Cantino!

Don't work! - Non lavorare!/Non lavori!/Non cantate!/Non cantino!

Let's work! - Lavoriamo!

Let's not work! - Non lavoriamo!

The Present Tense

The third person singular form of verbs (he/she/it) in the present tense normally ends with the letter s (or es). Helping verbs like can, may and might are the exception to this rule and do not end with an s on any form. For example:

I work - io lavoro
you work - tu lavori, voi lavorate, Loro lavorano

we work - noi lavoriamo

they work - loro lavorano

he/she/it works - lui/lei lavora

but (no s on any form with helping verbs like can, may, might, should, must)

I can/may/might/should/must
you can/may/might/should/must
he can/may/might/should/must
we can/may/might/should/must
they can/may/might/should/must
Most verbs in the present tense have only two forms. The verb to be is an exception to this rule (it has three forms):

The Verb TO BE (essere/stare)

I am - io sono/sto

you are - tu sei/stai

               Lei è/Lei sta

               voi siete/state

               Loro sono/stanno

he/she/it is - lui/lei è

we are - noi siamo/stiamo

they are - loro sono/stanno

Most verbs in the past tense have only one form. The verb to be is an exception to this rule (it has two forms):

I was
he/she/it was
you were
we were
they were 

The verb TO HAVE (avere) in the Present Tense:

I have
you have
we have
they have
he/she/it has
The verb TO HAVE in the Past Tense:

I had
you had
he/she/it had
we had
they had
The helping verb can means the same thing as the verb to be able (potere).
The past tense of the helping verb can is could. For example:

I can see/I am able to see - io posso vedere

I could see/I was able to see - io ho potuto/io potevo vedere
