ballet - stress is on first syllable

banana - second syllable pronounced non
basil - pronounced băzil
baton - pronounced báton
been - rhymes with keen
beta - pronounced beeta
bitumen - pronounced bĭchermen
bizantine - stress is on second syllable and third syllable rhymes with pine
borough - burah not buroh
boulevard - first syllable rhymes with rule
buoy - pronounced like the word boy
Caribbean - pronounced carribeean (stress is on second to last syllable)

charade - pronounced shárahd (I've also heard sharáhd)

chassis - pronounced shásee
clerk - pronounced clark
clientele - pronounced clee-entél
cobra - pronounced  cōbra or cŏbra
combatant - stress is on first syllable (pronunciation is similar to the word competent)

composite - stress is on first syllable

compost - pronounced  cómpŏst
conduit - pronounced cŏndit
consommé - stress is on second syllable

contractor - stress is on second syllable

controversy - stress is on second syllable

cordial - pronounced córdeeal
cremate - stress is on second syllable

croquet - stress is on first syllable

cuckoo - first syllable rhymes with cook
dahlia - first syllable rhymes with day
debris - pronounced débree
dehydrated - stress is on next to last syllable
depot - pronounced dĕppō
devolution - first syllable pronounced dee
dilema – first syllable rhymes with die
direction(s) - first syllable pronounced like the word die
dislocate - stress is on first syllable

diverge - first syllable rhymes with die
docile - pronounced dōcīle
double entendre - pronounced using French pronunciation

dynasty - pronounced dĭnastee
enquiry - pronounced  in·kwīr··ee
entrepreneur - last syllable rhymes with Ur or Ben Hur
era - pronounced eerah not airah
err - rhymes with Ur or Ben Hur
figure - pronounced fig-ur (ur rhymes with Ben Hur, i.e. there is no y sound)

fillet - the t is pronounced

forsythia - the second syllable rhymes with why
fortune - pronounced  for-choon
fragile/hostile/missile/mobile - stress on 1st syllable; the 2nd syllable rhymes with vile
frequent - stress is on second syllable when used as a verb

frustrate - stress is on second syllable

furore - what we spell as furor; this is pronounced fyuroree as a three syllable word

gala - pronounced gahla
garage - stress in on first syllable (also, rhymes with carriage with some speakers)

geyser - pronounced geezer
glacier - pronounced glas-ee-air
gooseberry - stress is on first syllable, oo is pronounced as in cook, s sounds like a z
herb/herbal - the h is pronounced

hoof - oo as in tool
hostile - pronounced hostyle (the same for missile, mobile, sterile, fertile, etc.)

hurricane - final vowel sound is an non-distinct (upside down) e sound

idyllic - pronounced  ĭdĭlĭc
inquiry (usually spelled enquiry) - pronounced  in·kwīr··ee

jaguar - pronounced  jag-u-ah
junta - using a j sound as in jolly
khaki - pronounced khah·kee
laboratory - pronounced la·bor··a·tree
lasso - pronounced lasoo
lever - pronounced  lee·ver
leisure - rhymes with pleasure
lieutenant - pronounced leftenant
liposuction - first syllable sounds like the word lip
literally - pronounced lit·ra·lee
macho, mambo, paparazzi, regatta, samba - all have ă sound on accented syllable

marquis - pronounced márkwis
medicine - pronounced medsin (i.e. as a two syllable word)

mauve - rhymes with stove
metallurgy - pronounced met·ăl·e·gee (stress is on second syllable)

methane - pronounced meethane
migrane - pronounced meegrane
military - pronounced mílitree
mocha - pronounced mŏcha
multi - pronounced multee
myopic - pronounced mī·ŏp·ĭc
nauseous - pronounced naus·ee·ous (i.e. as a three syllable word)

niche - pronounced neesh
ordinarily - pronounced ór·di·ner·i·lee
oregano - pronounced oragáhno
papier maché - pronounced using French pronunciation (i.e. the r is silent)

paprika - pronounced păprika (stress is on first syllable)

pasta - first syllable rhymes with mass
patent - first syllable rhymes with pay (and the same for patently)

pecan - pronounced peecăn (stress is on first syllable)

perfume - stress is on first syllable

pipette - first syllable is pronounced like pip and stress is on second syllable

poinsettia - second i is pronounced

premature - pronounced prĕmature (stress is also on first syllable)

primarily - stress is on first syllable

privacy - an iv sound as in the word trivial and not like the word ivy
process/progress - with an o sound as in the word go
produce - pronounced  prŏdyoos
protester - pronounced  prŏtéster
puma - pronounced  pyooma
quinine - pronounced kwĭneen (stress is on first syllable)

renaissance - stress is on second syllable which rhymes with day
resource - stress is on second syllable and first syllable has a non-distinct (upside down) e sound

reveille - last two syllables are pronounced like the word valley and stress is on the second syllable

route - rhymes with shoot (in U.S. it can rhyme with shoot or shout)

Sahara - pronounced  sa·háh·ra (not sa·hair·a as in U.S.)

salve - pronounced sălv (l is silent in U.S)

saucepan - the a in pan is an non-distinct (upside down) e sound

schedule - pronounced shedyual
secretary - pronounced séketree (i.e. as a word having only three syllables)

semi - pronounced semee
shallot - stress is on second syllable and a has non-distinct (upside down) e sound

shone - pronounced shŏn
simultaneous - first syllable rhymes with slim
sloth - rhymes with oath
snooker - an oo sound as in the word food
solder - o as in go; l is pronounced
St. - vowel sound is an non-distinct (upside down ) e sound (i.e. it doesn't rhyme with paint)

status - first syllable sounds like the word state
strychnine - second syllable rhymes with ween
student - pronounced steeyúdent
stupid - pronounced steeyúpid
temporarily - pronounced témp·or·i·lee
thorough - pronounced thú·ra
tomato - second syllable sounds like ah or ar
tourniquet - t is not pronounced

trauma - first syllable rhymes with paw
trespass -  a has non-distinct (upside down) e sound

urinal/vaginal - with an i sound as in the word wine
usurper - s sounds like a z
vase - rhymes with Oz or cars
vicarious - first syllable rhymes with Vick
vitamin - the first syllable rhymes with the word kit
vivacious - pronounced vĭvāshus
wig wam - pronounced wig wăm
wont - rhymes with don't
wrath - pronounced rôth
yogurt - the first syllable rhymes with the word bog or blog
z - pronounced zed (rhymes with Fred)

zebra - rhymes with Debra
zenith - first syllable is pronounced like the religion Zen
