The Plural of Nouns in German
1. Feminine nouns usually add -n (for nouns that end in -e) or -en. Nouns that end in -in will add -nen. For example:

eine Lampe - one lamp/une lampe
zwei Lampen - two lamps/deux lampes
eine Tür - one door/une porte
zwei Türen - two doors/deux portes
eine Studentin - one student/une étudiante
zwei Studentinnen - two students/deux étudiantes
2. Masculine and neuter nouns usually add -e or -er.  Those plurals that end in -er have an umlaut when the stem vowel is a, o, u or au. Many masculine plural nouns ending in   -e have an umlaut as well. Neuter plural nouns ending in -e do not have an umlaut.

der Rock - the skirt/la jupe
die Röcke - the skirts/les jupes
der Mann - the man/l'homme
die Männer - the men/les hommes
das Heft - the notebook/le cahier
die Hefte - the notebooks/les cahiers
das Buch - the book/le livre
die Bücher - the books/les livres
3. Masculine and neuter nouns that end in -er either add an umlaut or nothing at all. Many nouns with a stem vowel of a, o, u or au add an umlaut. For example: 

der Bruder - the brother/le frère
die Brüder - the brothers/les frères
das Fenster - the window/la fenêtre
die Fenster - the windows/les fenêtres
4. Nouns that end in a vowel other than an unstressed -e and many nouns of English or French origin add -s. For example:

ein Auto - one car/une voiture

ein Hotel - one hotel/un hôtel
zwei Autos - two cars/deux voitures

zwei Hotels - two hotels/deux hôtels
