(A mí) me gusta(n)... - I like...

The verb gustar in Spanish literally means to please or to be pleasing. Therefore, if you say: "me gusta el béisbol" (I like baseball) what you are really saying is baseball pleases me or baseball is pleasing to me.

If what you like is plural (like deportes [sports]) then the verb form will change to gustan. For example:

Me gusta el béisbol. - I like baseball. (singular)

Me gustan los deportes. - I like sports. (plural)

To make these type of sentences negative, simply place the word no in front of the indirect object pronoun (me, te, le, nos, os, les). For example:

No me gusta el béisbol. - I don't like baseball.

No me gustan los deportes. - I don't like sports.

You should place a mí, a ti, a él, etc. in front of the me gusta, te gusta, le gusta, etc. to give extra emphasis or to provide clarification. For example:

A mí me gusta el béisbol, pero a ti te gusta el baloncesto. - I like baseball, but you like

A él le gusta el fútbol. - He likes soccer. (he, not she or usted [you formal])

A ustedes les gusta el golf. - You all like golf. (you all, not them)

A ellos les gusta el hockey. - They like hockey. (they, not you all)

There are other verbs which use indirect object pronouns the same way in which the verb gustar does. For example, to say that you love*something rather than just liking it, you may use the verb encantar. For example:

Me gusta el béisbol. - I like baseball

Me gustan los deportes. - I like sports.

¡Me encanta el béisbol! - I love baseball!
¡Me encantan los deportes! - I love sports!

*To say that you love a person, it's usually better to use the verbs querer or amar.

For example:

Quiero mucho a mi madre. - I love my mother a lot.

La amo con toda mi alma. - I love her with all my heart (lit. my whole soul).

Here are some other verbs which function like gustar and encantar:
