Sports, Games, etc.
a blinder - spectacular performance on the soccer field by team or player

arrows/darts - darts

blocker - a batsman in cricket who plays too defensively

Chinaman - a type of pitch by a left-handed bowler in cricket

conkers - a game played by children using horse chestnuts

cricket - a game sharing some similarities to baseball (involving batting and running) The person who throws the ball at the batter is known as a “bowler” and he must “bowl” using a straight arm (this would be overhand lobbing as opposed to the underhand pitching of softball) . In the process of trying to strike out the batter (called the batsman), the bowler tries to knock over wooden pins which are known as “wickets”.

draughts (pronounced drafts) - checkers

dribbling - fancy evasive footwork in soccer used to get the ball past an opposing player

fixture - a sporting event

football/"the beautiful game" - soccer

googly - a ball bowled in cricket by a wrist spinner that turns the opposite way (what we would probably call a "curve ball")

ground/pitch - field

grubber - a mistimed dropkick from anywhere in the field in rugby

hat-trick - a cricket term meaning taking three wickets with three successive balls

hooker - the central player in a scrum who must "hook" the ball

hurling - sort of cross between rugby and hockey (esp. popular in Ireland)

in-line skating – rollerblading (apparently the term rollerblading is also used)

kit/strip - what soccer players wear

lawn tennis - another name for tennis
man of the match - MVP  (most valuable player)

match - game
maul - a free-for-all brawl in rugby

naughts and crosses - what we call tic tac toe
Patience - a card game similar to Solitaire
pontoon/21/blackjack - a card game
press-ups - push-ups
rounders - a children's game with rules similar to baseball

rugby (rugger in slang)- sort of a cross between American football and soccer

plank - poorly performing cricket bat

scrum - a type of play in rugby often resulting in a pile-up

shove-halfpenny - an old pub game played with coins (pronounced shove hape-knee)

skittles - a pub game similar to bowling

sledge - sled (as in what children use to play in the snow)

slogger - a batsman in cricket who hits the ball across the line

snap - a card game involving matching cards

snooker - a game similar to pool

sport – sports

sticky wicket - originally this term referred to a cricket pitch (the rectangular part of the cricket field where the batting and bowling occurs) which was sticky while drying out after a rain which could  sometimes cause problems for a batsman sinced this could cause

a bouncing ball to behave erratically; nowadays, it usually refers to a curve-ball tight of lob from the bowler which can cause the batsman similar problems; this term also generally means any complicated or difficult situation
studs - cleats

table tennis - ping-pong (the paddle is referred to as a bat)

tackle - steal the ball

terrace anthem - a soccer team's "fight-song" which is often sung by fans

train spotting - a hobby wherein a person writes down the number of every train that he spots
twitcher- an obsessive bird-watcher
