bungalow - single-story house

flat - apartment

maisonette - large house divided into two

semi - duplex

studio flat - euphemism for a bedsit
terraced houses - row houses

answerphone/call minder - answering machine, voicemail

bath - bathtub

bathroom - bathroom (but only if it has a bath, otherwise it’s just a toilet!)

bin/rubbish bin - trash can 

bin-bag/bin-liner - trashbag      

bin lorry/dustcart - garbage truck

bin man/dust man - trash man

block of flats - apartment building

blower - slang for telephone
boiler - furnace

caller display - caller i.d.

caravan - mobile home/trailer

chest of drawers - dresser/bureau/chest of drawers

chip pan - deep fryer

cling film - plastic wrap/saran wrap

clothespeg - clothes-pin

cooker - range/stove

counterfoil - stub/check stub/pay stub (this also refers to the part of a bill that you keep for your records)

cutlery – silverware

digs - a place to stay (esp. temporarily)

dishcloth - dishrag    tea towel - dish towel/dish cloth

dresser/dresser hutch - china cabinet

drawing pin - thumbtack

drum - slang or informal word for home
dustbin - outdoor trash can  (bin-bag/bin-liner = trashbag)  

dustcart - garbage truck

dust man/bin man - trash man
duvet/eiderdown- comforter

earth - ground

egg timer - hour glass

engaged tone - busy signal

en suite - bathroom attached to bedroom

fire - electric heater

flannel - personal washcloth

flex - electrical chord/extension cord

front garden - front yard

back garden - back yard

gaff - house, place to live (slang)

green fingers - green thumb

ground floor - first floor

hand basin - bathroom sink

hessian - burlap

hob - burner (of a stove)

hoover - slang for vacuum cleaner

kettle/tea kettle - what’s used for boiling water for coffee or tea, not to be confused with a teapot

kitchen towel - paper towel

lay the table - set the table

loft - attic

loo/toilet - bathroom (also lavatory or WC) [bog/dunny in slang]

lounge/sitting room - living room/family room (living room is also used)

mains - circuit breakers

maisonette - an apartment on two or more floors, often large house divided into two

mobile home - trailer

paper knife - letter opener

paraffin - kerosene

plasterboard - drywall

pouf/pouffe/foot stool - ottoman

power point - electric socket/electrical outlet

sand pit - sand box

scratcher - bed (chiefly Scottish/Irish)

secateurs - hedge trimmers/pruning shears

serviette - table napkin (the term napkin is also used)

settee/sofa - couch

skip - dumpster

skirting board - base board

smellies - scented soaps, bath powders, oils, etc.

strimmer - weed-eater/weed-whacker/weed-trimmer

tap - faucet/spigot

teapot - what’s used for serving tea, not to be confused with a kettle
terry towelling - terry cloth

timber - lumber

to clean one's teeth - to brush one's teeth

to grill - to barbecue

to have a bath/shower - to take a bath/shower

to wash up - to wash/do the dishes

trunk call - long distance call

value - appraisal

valued - appraised

verandah - porch

video - vcr

wardrobe - clothes closet

washing up liquid - dishwashing soap

waste bin - small trash can (use wastebasket only if it really is a basket)

wheelie bin - large trashcan on wheels

white goods – appliances

(the term brown goods refers to smallers things such as tv’s, stereos, etc.) 

wireless - an older term for radio
wool - any kind of yarn used for knitting whether it's wool or acrylic

yard - concrete covered area behind house for parking or storing equipment
