In Lesson # 41 titled Capitalization, rule # 6 states:

 

6. All proper names of things, companies, religions, deities and languages. 

 

For example:

 

incorrect: I speak english.

correct: I speak English.

 

What this rule did not specifically mention, was that in English one should also capitalize all adjectives of nationality (and also, the names of countries). For example:

 

incorrect: He is english. He is from england

correct: He is English. He is from England.

 

incorrect: He is spanish. He speaks spanish. He comes from spain.

correct: He is Spanish. He speaks Spanish. He comes from Spain.

 

incorrect: She is italian. She speaks italian. She comes from italy.

correct: She is Italian. She speaks Italian. She comes from Italy.
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
