If a sentence contains both a conjugated verb form and an infinitive, then there will be two possible word orders for the placement of the reflexive pronoun:

The reflexive pronoun will go on the end of the command form for affirmative commands and in front of the command form for negative commands:

¡Siéntense! – Sit down! (affirmative)

¡No se sienten! – Don’t sit down! (negative)
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
