When direct and indirect object pronouns are used together in the same sentence, the indirect object pronoun will go first, followed by the direct object pronoun. For example:

Notice how the indirect object pronoun me went before the direct object pronoun lo.

The indirect object pronouns le and les both change to se** when followed by the direct object pronouns lo, la, los or las:

le/les + lo = se lo             

le/les + la = se la
leles + los = se los

le/les + las = se las 

**This se is not to be confused with the reflexive pronoun se.
