Other Uses of Indirect Object Pronouns
You have previously learned that indirect object pronouns in Spanish can translate in English as follows:

me - me, to me, for me

te - you, to you, for you

le - him/her, to him/her, for him/her

nos - us, to us, for us

les - them/you all, to them/you all, for them/you all

Indirect object pronouns in Spanish can also translate in English as follows:

me - on me, of me, from me
te - on you, of you, from you

le - on him/her, of him/her, from him/her

nos - on us, of us, from us

les - on them/you all, of them/you all, from them/you all

For example:

Él me va a poner un yeso./Él va a ponerme un yeso. - He's going to put a cast on me.

Le voy a poner un yeso./Voy a ponerle un yeso. - I'm going to put a cast on him/her.

You can also use indirect object pronous with the direct object pronouns lo, la, los, las. The indirect object pronoun always comes first and le and les will change to se. For example:

le/les + lo →se lo

le/les + la →se la

le/les + los →se los

le/les + las →se las
Le pedí el tenedor al mesero. - I asked the waiter for the fork.
Se lo pedí. - I asked him for it. (el tenedor).

Le pedí la cuchara al mesero. - I asked the waiter for the spoon.
Se la pedí. - I asked him for it. (la cuchara)

Le pedí los cubiertos al mesero. - I asked the waiter for the silverware/utensils.

Se los pedí. - I asked him for them. (los cubiertos)

Le pedí las uvas al mesero. - I asked the waiter for the grapes.

Se las pedí. - I asked him for them. (las uvas)
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
