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Previously, you learned how to use the verb gustar to express likes and dislikes using indirect object pronouns (me, te, le, nos, os, les). For example:

me gusta(n) - I like (it is pleasing to me/they are pleasing to me)
te gusta(n) - you like

le gusta(n) - he likes/she likes/you like (formal)
nos gusta(n) - we like

os gusta(n) - you all like (Spain)

les gusta(n) - they like/you all like

Notice that the verb gustar only has two forms: gusta (if what you like is singular, like baseball) or gustan (if what you like is plural, like sports).

In the past you express this using either the preterite:

for example: me gustó - I liked (it pleased me)
                     me gustaron - I liked (they pleased me)
or the imperfect:

for example: me gustaba - I liked, I used to like (singular)

                     me gustaban - I liked, I used to like (plural)

The following verbs follow the same pattern as gustar:

encantar - to delight; e.g. me encanta - it delights me (I love it!)
faltar - to lack; e.g. me falta una pluma - I lack a pen/I need a pen/I'm missing a pen 
fascinar - to fascinate; me fascina - it fascinates me (I love it!)
importar - to be important to, to matter; me importa - it's important to me/it matters
interesar - to interest; me interesa - it interests me
molestar - to bother; me molesta - it bothers me
me encanta - it delights me                           nos encanta - it delights us
me encantan - they delight me                      nos encantan - they delight us
te encanta - it delights you                             les encanta - it delights them/you all
te encantan - they delight you                        les encantan - they delight them/you all

le encanta - it delights him/her

le encantan - they delight him/her

me encantó - it delighted me/I loved it         me encantaron - they delighted me (preterite)
me encantaba - it delighted me                     me encantaban - they delighted me (imperfect)
                           it used to delight me                                         they used to delight me

Also: ¿Te gustaría? - Would you like...?/Me gustaría... - I would like../Me encantaría - I would love...
