The Preposition "por" in Spanish

1. Meaning for when referring to money paid or something exchanged:

Pagué 50 dólares por esta camisa. - I paid $50 for this shirt.

2. Meaning for when referring to periods or durations of time:

¿Por cuánto tiempo estudiaste en México? - How long did you study in Mexico?

Estudié por cinco semanas. - I studied for five weeks.

3. Meaning for as in in search of or after including the object of an errand:

Él fue por el médico. - He went for (in search of) the doctor.

4. Meaning for in the sense of out of,  because of or for the sake of:

Fui por curiosidad. - I went out of curiosity.

Lo hice por amor. - I did it for love./I did it for the sake of love./I did it because of...
5. Meaning for in the sense of on behalf of, in favor of or in place of:

Ella habló por su hermano. - She spoke on behalf of/in place of her brother.

Voté por el otro candidato. - I voted for (in favor of) the other candidate.

6. Meaning a/an, for or per when talking rates, percentages or velocity:

Ellos lo pagan $35 por hora. - They pay him $35 an hour/per hour.

7. Meaning by when referring to person who or a thing which initiates an action:

La novela fue escrita por James Baldwin. - The novel was written by James Baldwin.

8. Meaning through, down/along, around or by: 
El ladrón entró por la ventana. - The thief entered through the window.

Ve por esta calle. - Go down/along this street.

¿Hay un banco por aquí? - Is there a bank around here?

Pasé por la tienda. - I passed by the store.

9. Meaning by when referring to a means of transportation:

Viajaremos por tren. - We will travel by train.

10. Meaning for in cases of mistaken identity:

                         Me tomó por mi primo. - He took me/mistook me for my cousin.

11. To express the idea of something unfinished/unaccomplished: 

                          La casa está por construir. - The house is unbuilt/yet to be built.
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
