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Adjectives which end with an o in the masculine singular form will have the following four forms:

El chico es serio. - The boy is serious.

La chica es seria. - The girl is serious.

Los chicos son serios. - The boys are serious.

Las chicas son serias. - The girls are serious.
This will be the case even if the masculine noun does not end with an o or if the feminine noun does not end with an a. For example:

El hombre es simpático. - The man is nice.

La mujer es simpática. - The woman is nice.

Los hombres son simpáticos. - The men are nice.

Las mujeres son simpáticas. - The women are nice.

Adjectives which do not end with an o in the masculine singular form will usually only have two forms, that is to say, singular and plural. The plural form will usually end with s (or es). For example:

Él  es inteligente. - He's intelligent.
Ella es inteligente. - She's intelligent.

Ellos son inteligentes. - They're intelligent. (m.)

Ellas son inteligentes. - They're intelligent. (f.)

El examen es fácil. - The test is easy.

La lección es fácil. - The lesson is easy.

Los exámenes son fáciles. - The tests are easy.

Las lecciones son fáciles. - The lessons are easy.

Some adjectives (and nouns) which end with -or in the masculine singular form will end with -ora, -ores and -oras for the other three forms respectively. For example:

El señor es doctor. Es trabajador. - The gentleman is a doctor. He's hard-working.

La señora es doctora. Es trabajadora. - The lady is a doctor. She's hard-working.

Los señores son doctores. Son trabajadores. - The gentlemen are doctors. They're....

Las señoras son doctoras. Son trabajadoras. - The ladies are doctors. They're...
The other three forms of the masculine singular form español (Spanish) end with -ola,      -oles and -olas respectively. The other three forms of the masculine singular forms alemán (German) and musulmán (muslim) end with -ana, -anes and -anas respectively. The other three forms of the masculine singular forms francés (French), inglés (English), japonés (Japanese) and irlandés (Irish) end with -esa, -eses and -esas respectively.
