que/qué/como/cómo
The word qué (with an accent mark) is an interrogative word that means what? or how? For example:

¿Qué haces? - What are you doing?

¡Qué bonito! - How pretty!
The word que (without an accent mark) usually means that or than (also sometimes, who). For example:

Soy más simpático que tú. - I'm nicer than you.

Ya sé que mi amigo está enfermo. -

I already know that my friend is sick.

Creo que tiene la gripe. - 
I believe that he's got the flu.

The word cómo (with an accent mark) is an interrogative word which means how? or what?. For example:

¿Cómo estás? - How are you?

¿Cómo es él? - What is he like?

The word como (without an accent mark) has two meanings:

As a verb it means I eat. For example:

Siempre como demasiado. - (Always) I eat too much.

As a preposition, it means like or as. For example:

Eres como tu hermano. - You are like your brother.
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
