Les verbes reguliers au présent
In Spanish the infinitive form of the verb always ends with the letter r. All verbs in Spanish fall into three categories:
1) those whose infinitive  ends with -ar (par example: bailar - danser)

2) those whose infinitive ends with -er (par example: correr - courir)

3) those whose infinitive ends with -ir (par example: vivir - to vivre)

Most verbs in Spanish have six forms which correspond to the following pronouns:

1. yo (je)





4. nosotros/nosotras (nous)

2. tú (tu)





5. vosotros/vosotras (vous-Espagne)

3. él (il); ella (elle); Ud. (vous-forme sing.)

6. ellos/ellas(ils/elle)Uds.(vous-AL)

*vosotros/vosotros = you (familiar plural - used only in Spain)

  Ud. = usted (you-formal); Uds. = ustedes (you [plural - Latin America])
To conjugate a regular verb in the present tense into its six forms you must first remove the -ar, -er or -ir from the infinitive. The part that remains is known as the root or stem:

bailar→bail

correr→corr

vivir→viv

To the stem you add the following endings which correspond to the six forms mentioned above:
